Medical Expenses for Foreign Patients Not Enrolled in Japanese

Public Health Insurance.

Starting April 1, 2026, the method of billing for medical expenses for patients not enrolled in
Japanese public health insurance will change.

Japan has a universal health insurance system (a public health insurance system covering all
citizens and residents). Enrolled in this system pay monthly insurance premiums, which cover a
portion of medical expenses from the national treasury, reducing out—of-pocket expenses at
hospitals and clinics. If you are not enrolled in Japanese public health insurance, regardless of
your nationality, you will not be covered by insurance and will be responsible for the full cost of
medical expenses. Therefore, our hospital will calculate medical expenses at 20 yen per point
based on the medical fee (self-pay medical fee) stipulated by the health insurance system.
